


Rest, Relax, Play--and Laugh at Winter
On This Enchanted Isle

N ISLANIY of emerald, bound by a silvery

beach and set in a sea of turgouise and amethyst,
ot all sparkling in the sunlight—this is the way an
observer from an airplane might describe the beautiful
little town of Pass-a.Grille Beach. Located on the south-
ern end of Pass-a-Grille Key, formerly known as Long
Key, this community looks out upon the broad Gull of
Mexico to the West, and 1o the East it views the placid
waters of Boea Ciega Bay which separates it from the
mainland of 5t. Petersburg and Pinellas Peninsula.

Pass-a-Grille Beach, long ago famous as the first Gulf
resort on the west coast of Florida, is more atiractive
today than ever in its history and is even more beloved
by all who have known this enchanted spot. Today it
is a clean, well-balanced community with beautiful
homes, paved streets, school, stores, casino, hotels, tea
rooms, bus and boat service and every needed conven-
ience and facility.

The beach is just us smooth and white as it was when
the town was settled 35 vears ago, The water i= just as
beautiful, just as inviting, The fishing is equally good.
And the balmy breezes play through the palm trees just
as they did then. But today man has added the adorn-
ments of a modern community to these gifts of nature,
making Pass-a-Grille Beach such an inviting place that
many folks from all parts of the world have chosen it as
their winter or vear-round home.

Newcomers are alwayvs curious as to the origin of the
name. It is generally accepted as being from the French
“La Pass-aux-Grillards.” or “Pass of the Grillers.”™ This
is said to refer to the early days of Florida history when
the west coast was frequented by buccaneers, fishermen,
smuggelers and spongers who found the lower end of the
island an ideal place for cooking meals—hence the
“grille” (broiling). Feasting on the beach had become
so famous that as early as 1841 a government survey

recorded the pass as “Pass-aux-Grillards.” Through
usage this was later shortened to its present form.

In early days the only connection between the island
and the mainland was by boat; but today it is connected
by a splendid concrete bridge and causeway, as it is
also joined to the islands to the north of it, and through-
out its entire length stretches an excellent paved high-
way and many radiating avenues. Pass-a-Grille Beach
i« thus only a short motor drive from St. Petershurg,
Clearwater, Tampa and other cities of the mainland: and
people from all the nearby towns look upon Pass-a-Grille
Beach as the natural and logical rendezvous for beach
parties and pienics and holiday celebrations,

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On most days the Gulf is as quiet as a lake rippling in
the gentle breezes that are ever blowing.

Other sports are also available to wvisitors at Pass-a-
Grille Beach. Splendid golf courses are within a few
minutes drive and there are a dozen fine courses within
Pinellas County, most of which are open to the public
at reasonable green fees.

Horseback riding may be enjoyed along the beaches,
over woodland trails or bridle paths. Several stables
and riding academies are within easy reach.

A world of delight awaits the motorist at Pass-a-Grille
Beach, for splendid paved highways lead to interesting
points in all directions.. A smooth highway with connect-
ing bridges runs the entire length of Pass-a-Grille Key,
Treasure Island and Madeira, and the new free Causeway
joins the island city to the mainland, bringing it within
a few minutes drive of St. Petersburg and other west

coast communities.
